One of the things | always tell an Inquirer’'s Class is th&timportant to me that our
congregation understands how we’re spending our money. To that el toworing everyone
up to speed on a few items that are either new or that havecetved much publicity, but
nevertheless are important for everyone to know.

Last year, due to the continuing growth of our congregation, esved more money
than we needed to fulfill our budget. Of the $18,000 that our Stisvigr Committee identified
as “extra” from 2006, $10,000 was given to the Outreach Committee tmdesas they deemed
fit. Standing committees were then invited to imagine wortlevprojects or needs for the
additional $8,000.

At its May meeting, Session approved $4,000 (from the $8,000) for a Gbhuech
Fund.” One of the fears that has been expressed in recent nofitlas iwo worship services
will mean two churches. The “One Church Fund” will be used to help éwvents that promote
our unity as a congregation, even with two services. The monleywleo be earmarked to
provide a little more breathing room for the second service, se taere are unforeseen and
unbudgeted costs.

In addition to the “One Church Fund,” $2,000 was designated to Christiamtetpt pay
for the refurbishment of our 4/5 year old classroom. If you hawsen the room yet, stop by
Walker Hall to check it out. (You can’t miss it. Ivery colorful') The final $2,000 was split,
with $1,000 going toward additional sanctuary lighting, and $1,000 going towftsdiay our
recent seminary graduates, Hana Johnson and Rob McClellan.

Another bit of financial news that everyone ought to know i$ tha church has an
endowment. At roughly $80,000, it's relatively small by endowment stdadaiowever, there
is interest that's being earned, and Session is currentlydssimg options for the most faithful
way to use that earned interest each year. To help promote andh ekyglaendowment,
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Stewardship has created a subcommittee called the LegaatySodiou will hear more from
them in the future.

Finally, we received a very generous gift recently. A $50,00@hirey fund donation
was made to our Second Century Fund. You will hear more about this gift in coming months t
But the short version of its mechanics is the followingny enember would like to make a new
contribution to the SCF Il campaign, in the form of either a pkglge or a gift beyond one’s
current pledge (not to be confused with payment on a current plegge donation will be
matched dollafor-dollar until our church has given an additional $50,000.

Session discussed several other items that did not involve fortnah.acStewardship
announced that the Rev. L. C. Rudolph has pledged $50,000 to the Second Century Fu
in memory of his late wife, Ellen. The money will be donaifed is matched by
contributions to the fund (not previously pledged) by others. The coeenstiggested
that Session members take the lead in making these matamtrgpations as a way of
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encouraging church members and friends to follow. In a relateémadimie Prenkert
and others pointed out that some of our newer members are not awdnat oie Second
Century Fund is and that an “educational” program of some sort would be in order.

In memory of Ellen Rudolph who died on April 13, 2007, the "L.CEHel
Rudolph Matching Fund" has been established in the amount of $50,000. Thsepaofbe
fund is to stimulate new contributions to the Second Century FUSCH), ending June 1, 2008,
by matching each new gift on a doHar-dollar basis.

History Today

Sometime in 1821, Austin
Seward, a blacksmith, held the first
Presbyterian church Sunday School in
Bloomington. The class met in his log
cabin at the southwest corner df @nd
Walnut. Today Seward can be found in
the Monroe County Historical Museum,
just across sixth street, from today's
church.

Of course it's not Seward in
person, but his portrait that hangs in the
museum alongside his wife. The
portraits were painted in the early 1860s,
perhaps by Marion Blair. They moved to
the museum in May 2004. His earthly
remains rest in the Dunn Family
Cemetery on the east side of the Indiana
Memorial Union.

This is the same Seward who is
given credit for crafting the original fish
weather vane for the Monroe County
Courthouse that was built in 1826. He
was elected a charter member of the
Monroe County Hall of Fame. Andy
Graham, writing in the Bloomington
Herald-Times, says it's not clear
whether it's the original fish weather
vane that sits atop the courthouse today.

Born in Virginia, perhaps on
November 22, 1797, he moved to
Richmond, Ky., at the age of 10. Family
historians wrote that his grandmother
came from the George Mason family in
Virginia. The family was Episcopalian.
Two years after arriving in Kentucky, his
father died. With the disappearance of
the family estate, Seward was
apprenticed to learn blacksmithing.
During that time he was lamed while
shoeing a horse.

At the age of 20, Seward married Jane
Irvin, a Presbyterian and a niece of

the Dunn family that was prominent in

Bloomington’s early days. It was that

connection apparently that brought the

young couple to Bloomington in
September 1821.
The early log cabin housed

Seward’'s blacksmith shop. As the
business grew, Seward built a shop
across the street to the east. He replaced
the log cabin with a brick house, said to
have been “the most consequential house
in town.” He and his wife had nine sons
and two daughters. Two of the boys died
in infancy.

As Seward’s business flourished
he became a prominent member of the
community. He painted the new brick
courthouse. He made locks and
handcuffs for the jail. He organized and
led the first town band. He was one of
the incorporators of the first women'’s
secondary school (seminary) in 1833.
During the Civil War he made a bronze
cannon for Union troops from metal
items donated by county residents.

Seward invested in the railroad
that later became the Monon railroad, but
lost his investment.

Seward ran for the legislature as
a Whig in 1843, but lost. In the 1850s,
the Bloomington “New4 etter” reported
that Seward was a member of the nativist
Know-Nothings, a sho#ived political
movement formed in reaction to Catholic
immigration. Like many other members
of that party, he gravitated to the brand
new Republican party.



According to a talk by H.C.
Duncan in 1908 at the Monroe County

Historical Society, Seward was
“intensely, but not demonstratively
religious.” Duncan says that Seward

built an altar in his cabin and conducted
family worship his whole life. When the
Presbyterian Church split, Seward went
with the New School Presbyterians, who
embodied mainstream  evangelical
Christianity, with a modified Calvinist
theology, enthusiasm for revivalism,
moral reform, and interdenominational
cooperation. When the Civil War broke
out, the New School church formed the
northern branch of the Presbyterian
church.

“[Seward] was a regular
attendant on all the ministrations of the
church,” Duncan writes, “led in prayer at
the prayeimeetings and in the absence of
the regular minister conducted the
services.”

Seward contributed $500, a large
sum at the time, to help the New School
Presbyterians buy a new church. When
the Old and New School Presbyterians
came together in 1870, the New School
church building was taken over by the
A.M.E. church. It may have been located
on the site of today’s Bethel A.M.E.
church.

One of Seward’s Sunday school
students, Joseph A. Wright, upon
becoming governor, appointed Seward to
the State Board of Agriculture.

Traveling preachers frequently
stayed in the spare bedroom in Seward’s
house, so much so that the family came
to refer to it as the “Apostles’ Room”.
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“In appearance Austin Seward
was fair, had blue eyes, brown curly hair,
was about five feet ten and a half inches
high, slender and active, and not
withstanding his lameness, could get
about with the best,” Duncan wrote.
“His early education was limited, but by
extensive reading and close observation,
he became a fair scholar and a man of
great and varied information. He could
transact all of his business, conduct his
correspondence and keep his books.”

“This community can better
spare any man in it, or the college every
professor than it can spare Mr. Seward,”
Andrew Wylie, IU's first president
observed when he heard in 1872 that
Seward was dying. “We can get other
citizens and college professors to take
their places without any trouble, but no
man can take his place!”

In the allegorical book about
Bloomington, written by Baynard Hall,
IU’s first professor, Seward appeared as
Vulcanus Allheart. “Never have | so
esteemed, ay, so loved anyone as
Vulcanus Allheart,” wrote Hall. “And
who or what was he? He was...by trade
a blacksmith, by nature a gentleman and
by grace a Christian. If more be said, he
was a genius.”

Seward’s  blacksmith  shop
evolved through six generations. By
1967 Seward and Co. was the oldest
business in Indiana run by the same
family in the same name. It closed in
1983.
