Theseriemill be the same in both of our
services. One important difference is that the new semwilt need to be shorter than our current
service. In order to maintain the new 9am/10am/11lam schedukesthe time for us to allow the
first service to go beyond 586 minutes.

There will certainly be a need for more haiotsdeck to help make the new service work.
One need is for people to commit to “seeding” the servickaat for the first few months. We
don’t want a situation where only a handful of people are in re%p@rﬂnce. If you could make a
commitment to attend the new service for the first few monothiss existence, this commitment
would be an essential ministry to our congregation. PleasectauaAnn Main (33®765), the
chair of our Second Service Implementation Team, if you felddced serve the church in this way.
We are also going to need additional ushers for the servicgoultould usher once/month at the
9am service, please contact Muff Johnson {3897), chair of our Worship Committee.

If neither of these ministries feels like a fit to you, don’briy—there are other
opportunities coming! We will have need for additional asst&tavith communion, more greeters,
moare childcare in the nursery, more help with our college lunchdsnare assistance with making
coffee and tea for fellowship. The success of the new wossifiedule will depend on having as
much participation from as man% of you as possible. | trusotiratongregation will respond with
energy and enthusiasm to this challenge.

It may take a while to arrive at the “type” of servibat will work best for our church. Rest
assured, there will be ample opportunity for feedback. In faetSecond Service Implementation
Team, the Worshllp Committee, the Session, and our staff Wilkalery eager to hear what works
(and what doesn't!) for those of you attending our new service.

There are some options, of course, what with all those who woulddike our national leader
running. But who really knows what will happen in 20087 It's hard to predict.

It's also difficult to predict what will happen here in church as far ass*.ﬁiagpenin% in the realm of
property. This year we increased our property maintenance ¢ime$8500 to $17000, hoping that
not much would happen to eat up the increase. | wish that were éheasagou will see in reading
on.

January and February were easy months on the budget...we only spen$2t®uncluding the
Knox Box for the fire department keys and a br%ken window in Lymalh March was a different
story. Remember the snow storm of Fel}! 48d 14

| know what you're thinking...it happened in February and you judtisavas easy on the budget.
True, but the bills came in March. There was the transforepair which cost $500 after we were
reimbursed $1,461 from our insurance company. Another snow storm bilbemapéiring our fire
alarm system. That cost $245...most of it labor at about $60/lkerhalf to replace many of the exit
signs which were damaged by the storm...$200, plus another $229 foblilfgst Also, in the
month of March we rebuilt the access to the attic, tearing dofidadown ladder and replacing it
with a stairway...$600.

The month of April continued to take a heavy hit on our budget. W& §i&0 on an electrical
repair due to the Feb. storm. A vacuum cleaner was overh&ale$il04 and we replaced a
defective wateusing toilet for $270. Mulch for the flower and shrub beds was a B8t along
with another bill of $150 for the attic stair wood and dry wall.

The main item was an almost $2000 bill to replace the sump pumipaithéieen clog%ed by Tampax
applicators. April's expenses were just a hair over $3000 while Marclk’silaaut $2000.

May continued its assault on our budget, although not very hea@iyy three items aggeared that
needed paying...one from Black Lumber for $100, another for a kitchea sapair for $75 and the
third for $19 for a broken window.

Then came June and a bunch of bills. A bill of $603 was paid foipteuttlectrical work. Mann
Plumbing was called in to find the source of another problem with ge system...that one cost
us $466. We had the parking lot sealed for $950. Another power ootagered when a
construction crane knocked a power line down, which just happened itwesauv church. That was
a $175 bill to reset the alarm system. One thing I've discovered in thigigos.everything is very
expensive...$60/hour seems to be the going rate for labor. Inetiertd, Commercial Service, our
maintenance provider for heating and air conditioning, were verylbtedy with our air conditioner
system. You may recall, we have one compressor of four not workihgt means we only have
three working. But they are not all the same size. Theyfauk is a large one. If replaced it would
cost us over $9000. Right now we are not replacing it, since the whibler unit...everything on
the roof, including all four compressors needs to be replaced.t i§hgoing to cost a
bundle...$46,500. We are trying to make do with three out of four cosgsseand hope another
one doesn’t break. If we can make it throu%h the rest of threwigano problems, then we’ll ask
Stewardship to raise the needed funds for the new chiller.ofid¢hat’s there now has been there
since 1990 and the ldgpan is between 15 and 20 years. In the interim, Commerciac&dras
been fixing and atchin? what we have to keep things running, we hmmumehdy. Early in July we
paid a $5034 bill, mostly for labor, to keep it going. Another bill$883 was paid when it was
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discovered that there was a gas leak in the pump room. Twovpgwesubbing on each other, and
one (the gas pipe) had worn through and started to leak gas. It badéplaced, needless to say,
unless we wanted a possible explosion in the future.

Add it all up and our maintenance budget has a little under $6000 regairiat does include
$3000 of what is called our losigrm maintenance line. Can we predict we won’t need that money
in the future? | doubt it, the way things have gone in the pastaf only hope there is not another
major item to contend with this year.

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History Today
by Owen V. Johnson

The first three children baptized in this church
were the offspring of Dr. David H. and Mary E.
Dunn Maxwell. The father was the first doctor in
Bloomington and also served as its postmaster.
The two slaves he brought with him were
apparently  Bloomington’s  first  African
Americans.

The oldest son, James D. Maxwell
(known as Darwir-his middle name), was born
May 18, 1815 in Hanover. Educated in Monroe
County schools, he received his bachelor's and
master’s degrees from Indiana U. After serving a
time as a tutor at 1U, in 1836 he went south and
joined the faculty of Mississippi College in
Clinton, Miss., where E.N. Elliot, another U
faculty member, had been named president of what
was then a ceducational Presbyterian college.
(Today it is a Baptist institution, the oldest hegh
education institution in the state).

Maxwell returned to Bloomington where
he began to study medicine with his father. He
continued his studies at Jefferson Medical College
in Philadelphia, and then took up the practice of
medicine, first with his father and then in
partnership with Dr. J.G. McPheeters. In 1843, he
married Louisa J. Howe, daughter of a prominent
Bloomington merchant who had migrated
westward from Maryland.

Louisa had caused quite a sensation when
she began wearing pantalettes at a school in
Kentucky. The dictionary defines pantalettes as
“long loose drawers with a frill or ruffle at the
bottom of each leg.”

“Society was shaken to its center,”
Maxwell's sister Martha later commented.
Mother Brown, who washed clothes for a living
said they were indecent. She said she would not
have washed them if “Sister Howe were not such a
good Methodist.”

James and Louisa had ten children.
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James served the IU Board of Trustees for
many years, starting as secretary for 18 years
(183653), and later as a member (18&2),
becoming the board’s president. He died in 1892.

His youngest daughter later became
director of physical education for women at IU and
instituted a medal in honor of her father, which
was given to an IU woman undergraduate each
year for *“high scholarship, participation in
University activities, bearing, manner, neatness,
principles, sincerity, [and] sufficient attainment
physical education to be eligible for an ‘.U
sweater.”

Samuel F. Maxwell (known as Frank),
born in Madison, Ind., in 1817, also was educated
in Monroe County schools and received B.A. and
M.A. degrees from IU. He became a lawyer. He
was Judge of the Court of Common Pleas, 1853
and then served Parke, Vigo and Sullivan counties,
186569. He died June 15, 1877, from tetanus,
caused by a cut on his hand.

Martha Ann Maxwell, the
daughter, was the third person baptized.

‘I often tell my young friends that |
graduated when | was twelve years old,” she
commented about her schooling. She didn't like
theater and she didn't like clubs, but she was fond
of reading.

At the age of 20 she married a widower
with four children. In ten years of marriage she
gave birth to six children, the last being born six
weeks after the father’'s death. In sum, she raised
ten children and two grandchildren.

“Being naturally of a domestic turn, it
was not such a sacrifice as some would have
thought it,” she said.

When she was 94, she compiled a
wonderful narrative of her life, which ended with
words that might be applied to these short
historical essays: “If you find anything worthy of
your paper in these lines, | am glad to have otlige
you.”
