WhatÕs different about this service? 
 
 Since this service began in September, we have been trying out different 
musical genres and liturgies.  After receiving your feedback, some firmer 
plans are taking shape.  On the first Sunday of every month, we will keep the 
music at each service the same.  Such is the case today.  On the second 
Sunday of every month, we will use a Taize style of worship.  This will be 
the model for next week’s 9a.m. service.  The remaining Sundays each 
month will continue to be experimental with liturgy and music. 
 
WhatÕs the same about our two services?  
 
 Both services have the same children’s time, Scripture reading, and 
sermon.  Both services follow a Reformed structure, centered around hearing 
and proclaiming the Word of God.

 We trust that you will find all the announcements you need in our 
bulletin insert.  You may leave an offering in one of the baskets by the 
sanctuary doors as you leave the service.   
 
What happens when this service is over? 
 
 We’d love for you to join us, either in church school or our fellowship 
hour.

An usher will be happy to 
direct you.  Or you’re free to enjoy coffee, tea, and doughnuts in Lyman Hall
