After receiving your feedback, some firmer 
plans are taking shape.  On the first Sunday of every month, we will keep the 
hymns at each service the same.  On the second Sunday of every month, we 
will use a Taize style of worship.  The remaining Sundays each month will 
continue to be experimental with liturgy and music.

 Both services have the same childrenÕs time, Scripture reading, and 
sermon.  Both services follow a Reformed structure, centered around hearing 
and proclaiming the Word of God.
