 TodayÕs worship is modeled on a Taize service, a liturgy that was first 
developed in Taize, France in the 1940Õs.  The emphasis in this style of 
worship is on meditation, silence, and music that is reverent but simple.    
 
WhatÕs the same about our two services?  
 
 Both services will have the same childrenÕs time, Scripture reading, and 
sermon.  Both services will follow a Reformed structure, centered around 
hearing and proclaiming the Word of God.
