Posol tega Principles 
 

These principles were developed in the Spring or 1993 at a joint meeting of 
First Presbyterian Church, Bloomington, IN and 

First Presbyterian Church, Columbus, IN in Columbus, Indiana 
 
    Guiding Principles 
 

1. A relationship, not just a project.  Relationships are built on people, not projects. 
Ideally, that relationship will be with a group rather than a single leader. 

2. The relationship should have a spiritual base. 
3. The ability to generate church organizational support. 
4. The ability to involve youth.. 

 5. Enduring Ð at least 2-3 years in duration.   
 

  Other principles that  have shaped our discussion 
 

1.  Simply giving money does not solve long-term problems. 
2.  The relationship ought to be among equals, a relationship of mutual sharing. 
3.  Giving money creates dependency and doesnÕt change the community. 
4.  Projects should be communitywide so they are not divisive.
