Other items that you 
might donate include spaghetti sauce, cereal, hot cereal mixes, cooking oil, travel-sized toiletries, 
rice, canned or bottled juice, canned pasta meals, crackers, jelly, "Helper" meals, macaroni and 
cheese, box dinners, and canned vegetables.
